MATTERS ARISING:
Morganstone / Ateb Community Fund:
Members discussed the response received from Adam Roberts regarding the community fund. Concerns were raised regarding lack of clarity, particularly in relation to the previously indicated £40,000 fund.
Members agreed the draft response should be strengthened and sent to senior representatives of both Ateb and Morganstone. Consideration also given to copying in Pembrokeshire County Council and other relevant bodies.

Chair to revise and circulate strengthened letter before clerk issuing to relevant parties.
Public Facilities – Black Tar Toilets:
Discussion held regarding seasonal opening of toilets (Easter–September).
Cleaning arrangements to continue as per previous year.
Members noted recent blockage cleared by Alan (Rowing Club).

Rugby Club/Cricket Club – lease discussion:
Attendance postponed due to unavailability of representatives.
Members discussed ongoing concerns regarding lease arrangements and long-term use of the field. A proposed written agreement between both clubs was considered a potential solution.

· Request attendance 30 minutes prior to meeting to agree position 
· Expect clear proposals to be presented 
Surface Water  – GAIL RISE (PROPERTIES 17,18,19):
Members received update regarding ongoing drainage issues.
It was noted:
· Boundary discrepancies identified 
· Water runoff from development remains unresolved 
· Council and developers yet to implement agreed mitigation

· Await further action from PCC and developer

ELECTRICAL SUPPLY – VILLAGE GREEN:
Update provided following discussions with National Grid and electrician.  Members agreed need to confirm exact location before quotation.

· Explore cost-saving options (local contractors for groundwork)

Defibrillators:
All units operational; checks ongoing.

COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORT (CLLR JOHN):
Cllr John provided a detailed update on current matters at Pembrokeshire County Council and wider Welsh Government developments.
Senedd Elections (May 2026):
Members were reminded that the deadline to register to vote is midnight on 20th April, with postal or proxy vote applications due by 5pm on 21st April. Voting remains open to residents aged 16 and over in Wales.

Hakin By-Election:
The recent by-election in Hakin was won by Scott Thorley (Reform UK), following the passing of Cllr Mike Stoddard.

Cost of Living Support:
A £200 one-off payment is available for households eligible under the Council Tax Reduction Scheme.  Cllr John also noted the Discretionary Assistance Fund, offering support between £500–£750 for those experiencing financial hardship.  Residents were encouraged to contact the Community Hub for guidance.

Foster Care Recruitment:
The need for foster carers remains high and Pembrokeshire County Council is piloting incentives including council tax reductions and increased allowances for foster carers.

Public Transport – Bus Service 308:  Timetable changes have now been implemented, these changes aim to improve reliability and connections.

Community Speed Watch:
The scheme has now been discontinued. Speed enforcement will be undertaken directly by the police.

Renewable Energy – Solar Farm Proposal in Freystrop:
A full planning application has been submitted and is awaiting validation.  Once validated, a formal consultation will follow. No decision is expected before the Senedd elections.
Cllr John noted strong local opposition and highlighted that future decisions may depend on Welsh Government policy following the election.
Members thanked Cllr John for his comprehensive update.
